1. The Spirit is God, just God; his activity is the  activity of God impinging directly upon the soul of man. 

2. The Spirit is the alter ego of Jesus, his second self;  his activity is the activity of Jesus risen and glorified. 

3. There are three distinct (or distinguishable) centres  of divine activity, Father, Son, Spirit. [COCKIN The 

Holy Spirit and the Church, p. 40-41]  

 Acts 19:2   "Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" And they said, "No, we have not 
even heard that there is a Holy Spirit." 

 God “incognito” → John 16:13  he will not speak on his own authority, but whatever he hears he 
will speak, and he will declare to you the things that are to come.

 John 14:16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Helper)  

 Acts 2:33 Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having received from the Father 

the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this  that you yourselves are seeing and hearing. 

3.2. CALLED BY THE BELIEVER 

 Luke 11:13 If you then, who are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much 
more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!" 

 Eph 5:18 And do not get drunk with wine, for that is debauchery, but be filled with the Spirit 
(avlla. plhrou/sqe evn pneu,mati)  

4. TO REMEMBER 

 The Holy Spirit is God present in the world for life and salvation. 

 Christian life is defined as a “walk in the Holy Spirit.”
